It helps to have a friend carefully pull the wires
through while you feed them from inside the
engine bay. Reininstall the insulation & replace

the zip tie when the wires have been pulled
through.

Remove the protective plugs & screw the ARB air
filters into the compressor unit.

Cut zip tie on factory firewall pass through.
You’ll need to stuff the harness & switch
control through the opening. There’s a piece

of insulation you need to move inside of the
vehicle.
